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Starting Up
Installing the SIM Card and Battery
Switch off your phone before installing or replacing the 
battery or SIM card. 

1. 	�Remove the back cover.

2. 	�Hold the SIM card with the cut corner oriented as 
shown and slip it into the card holder. 

3.	� Insert the battery by aligning the gold contacts on 
the battery with the gold contacts in the battery 
compartment. Gently push down on the battery  
until it clicks into place.

4.	� Press the cover gently back into place until you hear 
a click.

Installing the microSD™ Card
1. 	�Hold your microSD card with the gold contacts 

facing down and slide it in.

2. 	�Press the cover gently back into place until you hear 
a click.
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Removing the Battery and  
SIM/microSD Card
1. 	�Make sure that your mobile phone is off.
2.	 Remove the back cover.
3.	 Lift the battery up and out.
4.	 Slide the SIM out.
5.	� Open the microSD card holder. Slide the microSD 

card down gently and remove it.

Charging the Battery
When you first get your new phone you’ll need to 
charge the battery.
1.	� Connect the adapter to the charger jack. Ensure that 

the adapter is inserted with the correct orientation. 
Do not force the connector into the charger jack.

2.	 Connect the charger to a standard AC wall outlet.
3.	� Disconnect the charger when the battery is  

fully charged.

Switching Your Phone On/Off 
Make sure the SIM card is in your device and the 
battery is charged. 

• 	� Press and hold the Power Key to switch on  
your phone.

•	� To switch it off, press and hold the Power Key to 
get the phone options. Select Power off, and then 
tap OK.

Setting Up Your Phone for  
the First Time 
When you first power on your phone after you purchase 
it or reset it to factory settings (see Sorting out Your 
Phone Settings – Privacy: Reset to Factory Settings), you 
need to set up your phone settings before using it.
1. 	�Tap Change language to change the language,  

if needed.
2.	 Tap the Android icon on the screen.
3.	 �Create a Google™ account or Sign in to your 

account. You can also tap Skip to set up an  
account later.

4.	� Configure the Google location options and  
tap Next.

Switching to Sleep Mode
To save battery power, Sleep Mode suspends your 
device to a low-power-consumption state while the 
display is off. Your device also goes into Sleep Mode by 
itself when the display is automatically turned off after 
a certain period of time, which you can set in Settings 
> Display > Screen timeout. 
Press the Power Key to switch to Sleep Mode.

Waking up Your Phone
1. 	�Press the Power Key to activate your screen 

display.
2.	 Touch and hold the  icon to unlock the screen.
Note: If you have set an unlock pattern, PIN  
or password for your phone (see Sorting out Your  
Phone Settings – Security Settings) you’ll need to  
draw the pattern or enter the PIN/password to unlock 
your screen.

Getting Around
Touch Control
Use the touch screen to control your phone. The 
controls on your touch screen change dynamically 
depending on the tasks you’re performing.
1.	� Tap the buttons, icons, or applications to select items 

or to open applications.
2.	� Keep your finger on an item to see the available 

options.
3.	 Swipe the screen to scroll up, down, left or right.
4.	� Point, drag, and drop to move particular items across 

the screen.
5.	� Pinch with two fingers, or double-tap the screen, to 

zoom in/out on a web page or an image.
Note: You can view the phone screen in portrait or 
landscape orientation simply by holding it upright or 
turning it on its side. (The landscape QWERTY keyboard 
is not supported in all applications.)

Press and hold 2 - 9 key from the dialer to call the 
corresponding speed dial number.
The number key 1 is reserved for your voicemail.

Sharing Contacts 
Information
1.	�� From the Contacts Screen, press the Menu Key > 

Import/Export > Share visible contacts. Your 
phone will export all information of the contacts in 
the Contact Screen to a temporary vCard file.

You 
can either send it via Bluetooth to another device,  
or as an attachment in an MMS, an email or a  
Gmail message.

Android™ Keyboard
The Android Keyboard provides a layout similar to a 
desktop computer keyboard.

Please consult your doctor and the device manufacturer 
to determine if operation of your phone may interfere 
with the operation of your medical device.

Hospitals
Switch off your wireless device when requested to do 
so in hospitals, clinics or health care facilities. These 
requests are designed to prevent possible interference 
with sensitive medical equipment.

Aircraft
Switch off your wireless device whenever you are 
instructed to do so by airport or airline staff.
Consult the airline staff about the use of wireless 
devices on board the aircraft. If your device offers a 
“flight mode,” this must be enabled prior to boarding 
an aircraft.

Interference in Cars
Please note that because of possible interference to 
electronic equipment, some vehicle manufacturers 
forbid the use of mobile phones in their vehicles unless 
a hands-free kit with an external antenna is included in 
the installation.

Explosive Environments
Gas Stations and  
Explosive Atmospheres
In locations with potentially explosive atmospheres, 
obey all posted signs to turn off wireless devices such 
as your phone or other radio equipment.
Areas with potentially explosive atmospheres include 
fueling areas, below decks on boats, fuel or chemical 
transfer or storage facilities, areas where the air 
contains chemicals or particles, such as grain, dust, or 
metal powders.

Blasting Caps and Areas
Power off your mobile phone or wireless device when in 
a blasting area or in areas posted power off “two-way 
radios” or “electronic devices” to avoid interfering with 
blasting operations.
